Habitat is lost everyday. Urbanization and our
dependence on fossil fuels contribute to the loss of
important habitats that is needed by pollinators. Bees,
bats, birds, butterflies, moths, and other animals
transfer pollen from the male part of the flower to the
female part of the flower, performing an essential
ecosystem service that allows for plant reproduction.
Solar power farms, a renewable source of energy, have
been proven to also function has habitat for
pollinators. Planting native grasses, wildflowers, and
non-invasive cover-crop plants, within solar sites, to
provide multiple benefits for solar O&M, the
environment, and surrounding communities. 

Pollinators depend on floral resources for nectar and
pollen to survive and there is room for habitat
anywhere.
